An immaculate 15th Bal en Blanc

No incident left a blemish on this 15th anniversary, which was highlighted by a number of
memorable moments, including the two live performances (one in each room) of the
theme song “Dressed in White” by singer Yan Lavoie and DJ-producer Steve Aries.
Rounded off by close to a dozen related events, the great annual celebration produced
unprecedented enthusiasm in the public and the media, reaffirming its status as the
springtime happening par excellence in Montreal. The measures taken to speed up entry
for the thousands of participants also proved to be effective, with lines reduced to next to
nothing by around one in the morning. Bal en Blanc was presented in the framework of
White Party Week’s “green” initiative, with the Echo-Logique team taking charge of
handling bottles and other waste for their eventual recycling, thereby appreciably lessening
the event’s environmental impact.

An enhanced media appeal

For its 15th anniversary, White Party Week enjoyed an increase in media coverage, with
media representatives from Boston, Los Angeles, Paris, Seoul, Burlington and Toronto
in attendance at the main event. That presence testifies to the growing renown of the
Montreal celebration, now the biggest expression of events of its type held indoors in
North America.
